
To all Members of SWCC 2024 
 
Good afternoon, 
 
Following a very successful signing on evening at the end of January we are pleased to tell 
you that 131 of you have now signed up as members of SWCC for 2024. So, looking ahead 
and hoping that some better weather is on the way, the committee and reps have been 
busy putting together a programme of events for the coming year…. 
 
Firstly, this Saturday, 24th February, the SWCC Bike Maintenance Workshop is taking place 
from 9.15am – 12.00 midday, in the village Hall at Silk Willoughby. This is a free event open 
to all members of SWCC organised by Gav Culshaw. Areas to be covered during the session 
include mending punctures (not tubeless); preparing for a ride; checking brakes; basic tools; 
chain repair and dealing with a snapped gear cable.  
This will be a practical session with some tools, wheels etc available but it would be helpful 
if those attending could bring along a wheel and some basic tools if possible. Some 
protective gloves may also be a good idea!  
Tea, coffee and biscuits will be provided - donations to our charity optional. 
 
Club Time Trial Events for 2024.  
Gaz Wheelwright and Richard Hamblin have put together a full programme of club time 
trials for 2024, with all the usual club TTs on offer, starting with the Early 10 (see below) and 
including the 7 league, the 10 league, two ladies only 7s, the Road Bike Championship, the 
Championship 10 and of course the very popular SWCC Hill Climb.

All SWCC Time Trials are run under CTT rules and regulations and are open to all members 
and non-members 12 years and over. All under 18s will need to submit a CTT Parental 
Permission Form before competing.

For this 
event you will need to book in from the Wednesday morning until midday on the Saturday 
before the event using this LINK. Payment to be made on the day. Entry is £4.00 for adult 
members, £3.00 for members under 18 and £5.00 for all non-members.
